Plan of Action 

1. Modernize and Digitize Old Classrooms.  Construction of a College Seminar Hall, with 

required acoustics and air conditioning.   Work on a new College Gate. Build a gravel road 

from the main entrance to classrooms. Work on repairing drainage system.

Outcome

2. Number of available computers in the college increased from 15 to 20. New net 

connectivity for bandwidth exceeding 50 mbps installed.   New reference books added to 

the college library. Televisions with net connectivity installed for interactive classrooms. 

3. College organized an international seminar entitled “Programming Futures through 

Sustainable Development” sponsored by the ICSSR from the 29th to 30th of December 

2023. Proceeding of the seminar to be published in the form of a book with ISBN. The 

College organized an Inter-College Debate Competition on 16.03.2024. College Student’s 

magazine and wall magazine published. New issue of “Anushilan,” college’s online 

magazine by students published. 

4. The KKHSOU, Study Center was established.
